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CBIS approaches ethical investing policies and counsel through its process of unifying financial investments with Christian and Catholic social teaching. This integrated approach promotes corporate social responsibility and the common good by fostering issues of importance to those seeking awareness of those issues and ethical investing strategies.


The hallmark of CBIS’s commitment is its “Principled Purchasing” program that is developed and implemented through:

· internal research.

· use of international research providers.

· consultations with prominent Christian leaders.

· consensus values of clients.

· faith based organization reports.

The core of CBIS’s implementation of its values and principals in the world of investments is its programs of  “Active Ownership” through:

· corporate dialogue.

· development of shareholder resolutions.

· proxy voting.

The criteria for its ”Principled Purchasing” program involves issues of:
· Life ethics

· Violence

· Militarism

· Pornography 

· Gambling

· Tobacco

In order to objectify and prioritize these criteria, CBIS through its research and consultation with the Independent Committee to the Stoxx Christian Index, assigns percentages of tolerance for each criteria pertaining to the manufacturing or distribution in each category. These prescribed percentages should be viewed as a studied, thoughtful and judicious prudential judgment and not some empirical fact as to the worthiness of a particular entity. Therefore, when a percentage of  “tolerance” in a category is prescribed to a particular enterprise, it is CBIS prudential judgment, emanating from the process, which indicates that enterprise is “acceptable” within this universe of ownership in socially responsible investments.
